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What happens after Year 11?

If you are around 16 years old, itôs time to start thinking about your 
future.  You need to stay in education or training until youôre 18. How 
you do this is up to you but you must do one of the following:-

Å Study part time if you are working part time, self-employed or 
volunteering

Å Talk to your school ïthey have a legal responsibility to provide 
you with independent, impartial careers advice.
